Do You Have a “Thin Place”?

uring the summer months, of-
ten with my dog Caesar, I go 
to the woods for long walks. 
In the woods we have our fa-
vorite trails that we very much 
enjoy. I have to tell you that 

there are areas in the woods that honestly 
remind me of the old country, especially 
the woods in my parents’ village called 
Perhačka. As Caesar and I enjoy walking 
the trails I realize how our ancestors, founders of the GCU, 
felt when they arrived in this part of the country. It felt like 
being back home in staryj kraj.

These woods and mountains in Pennsylvania felt like 
what Celtic Christians have for centuries spoken of: “thin 
places.” What are these “thin places”? They are sacred 
places where the distinction between heaven and earth 
is “thin,” and God makes Himself known. Some of these 
places are just natural, given to us by God, and are re-
vealed to us; many of these have been places of worship 
for thousands of years – others are created and set aside 
by us, children of God. Yes, the so called “thin places” are 
sacred places. In this busy 21st century where do you en-
counter God? Do you have a “thin place” in your life? 

In our Byzantine Catholic Church during the Great Fast 
we have the opportunity to hear the fascinating stories 
from the Old Testament. One of them (Genesis 28: 10-
18) is about the patriarch Jacob who, while on a journey, 

came to a certain location and spent the 
night there. He dreamed a dream and saw 
a vision of a ladder set up from heaven to 
earth and the angels of God ascending 
and descending upon it. God Himself ap-
peared and there spoke to Jacob. What 
is fascinating is that when Jacob awoke, 
he spoke the following words: “Sure-
ly the Lord  is in this place, and I was not 
aware of it.” He was afraid and said, “How 

awesome is this place! This is none other than the house 
of God;  this is the gate of heaven.” The patriarch Jacob 
knew that God was there, it was a “thin place” for him. 
Later on in Byzantine theology, the story of Jacob’s ladder 
foreshadowed the Blessed Virgin Mary, who connected 
heaven and earth, by bringing forth the Son of God from 
her womb. Mary herself, foreshadows the Church, where-
in heaven and earth are joined, and God is with us.

At the time this article will be published, crowds of Byz-
antine Catholics would have descended upon Washington 
D.C. to a Basilica dedicated to our Blessed Mother. A “thin 
place” in Washington D.C. suddenly became a place of 
thanksgiving for our faithful as we celebrate the Centen-
nial Celebration of the Byzantine Catholic Church in the 
United States and the 50th Anniversary of the Dedication 
of the Byzantine-Ruthenian Chapel at the National Shrine. 
As we celebrate this milestone, we lift up to God, giver of 
all good things, our common prayers of thanksgiving for 
our Byzantine Catholic Church in the United States. Many 
generations of our faithful received their spiritual conso-
lation and eternal life with God in our Byzantine Catholic 
Church. The GCU, since its very beginning, was an essen-
tial part of this historical journey.

These “thin places” 
can make us be better, nobler, 
higher, truer, more beautiful.

Lessons in 
the Law

Procrastination

T
here appears to be many definitions for 
procrastination. The common definition is 
the act or habit of putting off or delaying, 
especially something requiring immediate 
attention.

My point here is that “procrastination” is 
the biggest estate planning mistake.

I can’t tell you how many people tell me they have 
to make a Will, update their deeds and advance direc-
tives, but that they will do it tomorrow or next week.

In other articles, I have stated that less than 40% of 
us have our legal affairs in order and about 50% of 
those people need to update their documents. Many 
are out of date and have the wrong people designated as 
Executors or Agents.

Many articles have been written by me and others about 
getting one’s affairs in order. If you wait too long to create 
your documents, you may be physically and/or mentally 
unable to do so. I have met with many clients in the hos-
pital or a nursing home who are unable to discuss their 
affairs and unable to create and sign their documents.

If you want to be in control of your afterlife, in the legal 
sense, you must act while you can. You can be in control and 
name the Executor or the people you want to be in control.

If you are unable to put your affairs in order, your state 
has a plan in effect and you will be subject to your state 
laws. You may not like the outcome and you will not have 
any control on who is in charge.

I had a situation where the husband was mentally in-
competent and had to go to a nursing home. The man did 
not have a Power-of-Attorney, did not have a Health Care 
Power-of-Attorney nor a Living Will. The wife applies for 
guardianship and she and none of her children qualified 
under the state rules to be guardian. The Court appoint-
ed a non-family member to be in charge as guardian. The 
family lost control over everything. If the proper docu-
ments were in place, none of this would have happened.

Don’t procrastinate—make a decision today to get your 
legal affairs in order! I always recommend that you seek 
out an attorney that is qualified in the estate planning area.
